2. Andronicus and Junia fellow prisoners   (v7)

3. Priscilla and Aquilla   (v3)

4. Aristobulus and Narcissus Households (Slaves)   (v11-12)

5. Persis = a Persian woman   (v12)

6. Tryphena = Luxurious/ Tryphosa = delicate sister   (v12)

7. Rufus = possibly Simon the Cyrene’s son   (v13)

8. Timotheus/ Lucius/ Jason/ Sosipater/ Gaius/ Erastus

9. Tertius = Latin name/ amuensus

10. Paul eyes issue = Colossians / 2 Thessalonians/ Galatians = they would trade their own 
eyes

11. This church is built on variety and diversity

12. Rich and poor



13. Man and woman

14. Jew and Gentile

15. Educated and unlearned

16. Slave and master

17. The church is that way today.

5. Jude 4 Certain men that have crept in unawares

6. Unawares = slide into water

7. Alligators

9. Snakes that sneak in

6. Made known to all nations for the obedience of faith

7. God slowly and gradually has revealed the gospel message 

8. Jesus is revealed

9. The Odyssey (Homer) Odysseus/ Penelope/ Telemachus/ Ithaca/ The row of twelve Axes

10. He strings the bow and takes his rightful place as King of Ithaca

11. Jesus is revealed by stringing the bow of righteousness and stomping the head of the 
serpent

12. God reveals the Messiah in the mysterious gospel

13. To God be glory through Jesus Christ  Amen
